The NW Quadrant project, featuring 800 new unit housing units, was expected to bring a large influx of new
residents. Now it is on hold due to the housing crisis.

We recently lost our excellent Pastor for Youth & Family, and are enthused about finding someone new in this
area of ministry. Our Children's Ministry Director recently resigned to go back to school. We will be actively
looking for someone for this area of ministry.

We are in the process of remodeling our sanctuary, and just recently finished Phase |, which included a new look
for the front of the sanctuary. We are looking forward to Phase Il within the coming months. Stewardship has been
strong. Membership and attendance have gradually been declining until 2009 when we actually increased our
average attendance by seven people per Sunday.

Worship and music at CtK are dynamic.

We have a strong global missions effort. CtK members take mission trips to Tanzania every other year. We
provide more than $60,000 to our companion congregation, Tumaini University, Selian Hospital and several
schools including scholarships for students.

We have a very strong Local Mission Partner ministry. We have four ethnic mission partner congregations:
Hmong Central, Hospitality Center for Chinese, Pueblo de Fe, and Redeemer Lutheran in North Minneapolis. We
share meals together and help with each other others block parties.

There is a renewed interest in Bible study with as evidence by an increased involvement in the Wednesday
night Higher Ground study and our Sunday Adult Forum. Several new adult Bible studies have just started up.

The Appalachian Service Project continues to be a life-changing mission trip for both youth and adults.

Partnership

We provide $83,000 in mission support to the ELCA and SPAS. We do a partial sponsorship of ELCA
missionaries. We are actively involved with our companion congregation in Tanzania. We have four local mission
partner congregations. We tithe on our capital campaign giving 4% of the income to Global Missions; 4% to an
ELCA new start congregation; 1% to Local Mission Partners and 1% to LSS. A gift of $10,000 was made to Luther
Seminary in 2009. We provide a $1000 scholarship to CtK students attending an ELCA college. We are hosting
the SPAS conference caucus meeting in Feb. 2010. We send delegates to the SPAS assembly each year and
have sent CtK members as delegates to the churchwide assembly in the past.

Christ the King is a strong, vibrant, and growing church. As our vision statement emphasizes, we are creating faith
for life through excellence in all areas: worship, music, education, services and outreach. We are looking for a
pastor committed to this vision and specifically, committed to guiding youth and families in their faith journey at CtK.

Our church is expanding in many ways. Our strategic plan was adopted at the annual meeting in January 2009.
We are continuing to develop action plans to achieve our strategic objectives. Physically, our church is changing.
We have completed Phase | of a sanctuary remodeling plan which expanded the chancel area and provided space
for both our 70-80 voice Sanctuary Choir and our "Celebrate" praise band. We will soon enter Phase Il which
entails new carpet and either renovating or replacing the pews. Phase lll involves upgrading the lighting.

In our budget, we have provided for the hiring of a full-time Communications/Marketing Director and a full-time
Engaging Ministries Director. These two positions should help us become more widely known in the community
and help move first time visitors from guests to people engaged in the ministry of the church.

Opportunities and activities for members of Christ the King to grow in their faith are numerous. We have three
Sunday morning worship services at 8:30; 9:30 and 11 a.m. The first two services are traditional and the third is led
by synthesizer, guitars, drums, electronic trumpet and song leaders. There are educational opportunities for two
year olds through adults on Sunday at 9:30 a.m. Numerous Bible studies are offered during the week. There is a
couple's group that engages in service learning and social activities. The Youth and Family Pastor supervises the
Couple's Ministry Director.

Christ the King also provides meeting space to a wide variety of community groups including Scouts, Weight
Watchers, MS support group, Northern Lights Choral, a singles group, a basketball league as well as open gym
time. We host Community Partners with Youth, an after school program for elementary and middle school youth,
providing them with office space and the use of the gym and some Sunday school rooms each weekday.

We are looking for a pastor who feels called to serve as a Youth and Family Pastor and who will help further
develop the vision and provide leadership for this ministry area. We want a pastor who has a love for kids and a
desire to be part of their lives. They should not only be an advocate for Children's Youth and Family Ministry, but
actively involved with the children and youth in worship, learning, service and fellowship activities. It is our hope
that our new pastor will live in the Mounds View School District so they can easily encounter parents and youth in
the course of everyday activities. The YFM Pastor supervises the Children's Ministry Director; the Children's and
Youth Ministry Director; and the Youth Director and serves as the head of this team.

In discussions and forums with parents, youth and existing youth leaders at Christ the King, the strengths of our
Youth and Family Ministries were felt to include active programming (Sunday school, confirmation, youth musical,
various weekly gatherings and service opportunities), good youth leaders, friendships fostered, and opportunities to
connect with the "greater church."
